F. ISSUES PERTAINING TO THE STATE FINANCES: 

(i) Desired Plan Size:  
The desired Plan size of Manipur for Annual Plan 2013-14 is Rs. 4398.43 crore (as per Annual Plan 
Document 2013-14). 
 

(ii) Power Sector 
 
As per the Power & Energy Division, Planning Commission, the cost of supply for 2012-13 (RE) and 
2013-14 are Rs.9.15 per unit & Rs.8.55 per unit respectively against average tariff of Rs. 2.85 per unit 
for 2012-13 & Rs.2.82 per unit for 2013-14. The commercial loss (after making provision for 
depreciation & interest payment) is Rs.308.54 crore & Rs. 360.62 crore in 2012-13 & 2013-14 
respectively. The net internal resources of the department are estimated at Rs.(-)215.62 crore & Rs.(-) 
250.85 crore for 2012-13 & 2013-14 respectively.
