Brief Record Note of the 3rd meeting of National Transport Development Policy Committee (NTDPC) held on 26.06.2010 at Yojana Bhawan, New Delhi.

Initiating the discussion, the Chairman National Transport Development Policy Committee (NTDPC) referred to the 2nd meeting that he held on 18.5.2010 with the Members of the Committee. He briefed the committee with regard to progress made for the preparation of Terms of References (TORs) for the five Working Groups and e-platform for the committee. He added that a copy each of draft TOR and composition of the Working Group was circulated to members.
1. Committee Website


The representatives of National Informatics Centre (NIC) made a brief presentation on the features of the website being developed for the National Transport Development Policy Committee (NTDPC). The following suggestions were made by the Members of the Committee:

(a) A separate section on the pipeline should be included in the website.

(b) A manager should be appointed to maintain/improve the website regularly and obstruct public access.

(c) The website should be improved in the future, after members begin to use the website and provide feedback on the issues faced.

(d) The website should become functional at the earliest, so that members can start uploading reports and documents.

(e) The website should be used by the secretariat and working groups to provide suggestions to work outside the scope of a particular Working Group/ministry, communicate common instructions to all working groups and for uploading minutes of meetings of each working group.

After discussion it was decided 
(a) NIC to look into the suggestions made by the members and incorporate those in the website.

(b) A separate section on pipelines to be included in the website which will also  cater to all work on power, coal, petroleum and other  energy related issues.

 (c) The website to be registered in the name of www.transportpolicy.gov.in
2. Terms of Reference and Composition of Working Groups


The Chairman shared the draft terms of reference (TOR) for the working groups on roads, rail, ports and shipping, civil aviation and urban transport. The following suggestions were made by the Members of the Committee:

(a) TOR should have uniformity across working groups and be divided into subsections/themes, similar to the ones that would be present in the final committee report. The themes should include industry and organization structure, regulations, private participation, competition and access and financial expenditure by government and other bodies.

(b) TOR should include HR requirements of each sector, including labour issues.

(c) Climate change calculations should include infrastructural costs in addition to operational costs and R&D requirements in India for transport sector should be studied.

(d) TOR should include studies on institutional reforms in data collection: how should exhaustive data be collected in each sector and compiled as a common database, who should collect it and how should it be made available. In addition, systems established internationally to do the same should be studied.

(e) A separate chapter on modal costs and cost recovery should be included.  

(f) Intermodal requirements of each sector should be studied by the respective working group.

(g) Working groups should utilize the services of RITES to project traffic and energy usage patterns.

(h) Representatives of private sector (including operators, concessionaires, consultants and investors) should be members of working groups.

(i) Academic institutions should find adequate representation. Institutions like Asian Development Bank, World Bank, DRDO, BARC, IITs and IIMs should be considered for participation in this exercise.

(j) One representative of IT sector should be included in each working group.

The following decisions were made

(a) The Final TOR and composition would be circulated to all working groups after considering the suggestions of all members.

(b) The Ministries of coal, petroleum and power to send notes on the issues faced by them and how they should be tackled by the committee.
